1he finance committee, subsequent!}
became chairman of the conference
committee, which was appointed to ad
Just the differences arising between
senate and house and between both
houses of congress and the president.

The repoit of the conference com
mittee which determined what woulc
be the provisions of the Payne bill in
Its final form was a victory for Pres
Went Taft. He informed all of the
conferees that hides must be placed on
the free list, together with petroleum,
crude and refined. They thereupon
derided to cut the Dingley tariff on
hides to 8 per cent The president
beard the news and sent word that lie
had meant what he had said about free
hides. The figures were then lowered
to 1 per cent. Now Chairman Sereno
E. Payne, of the ways and means com
mlitee, decided to demonstrate that Us
original bill, providing for free hides
should no longer be subjected to the
emasculatory operations of the ma-

jority of the conferees. He announced
that not even a 5 per cent duty on
hides would be accepted by either him-
self or the house. "Without free hides
this tariff bill will not pass the house,"
he was quoted was saying.

Message to the Conferees.
The tariff came off bides instanter,

and as quickly oil was put on the un
taxed schedule, together -snth gasoline,
benzine and naptha. The leather,
rough lumber, print paper, coal and
Iron and glove schedules ranked next
in Importance during the closing days
of the controversy.

If hides came in free, the important
NPW England boot and shoe manufac-
luring interests would consent to a re-
duction of the tariff on their products,
otherwise they would continue to
fight. The solving of the hides prob-
lem left it a simple matter to agree
to lower duties on boots and shoes,
the Dingley rate being 25 per cent.
Saddler* and harness were cut to 40
l>f»r cent, a* against the Dingley rate
«f 45 per cent. The president resort-
ed to the unusual method of sending a
•written message to the conference
committee demanding lower rates on
lumber and gloves than the Payne bill
provided, and he secured them.

The president was subjected to se-
verest pressure from both the upward
and downward revisionists throughout
The upward revisionists told him that
a reduction of duty on hides and leath-
er manufactures would make the next
•congress Democratic, in which event
(hey argued that Taft would not poa-

<«ibly be renomlnated for the presi-
dency. The "Downwards" told him
that Roosevelt surely would be the
next Republican candidate for presi-
dent if the campaign promises for a
downward revision were not fulfilled.

fight for Corporation Tax.
. The president had & Mtfily. difficult

task also in preserving his scheme for
• corporation tax intact In the Payne
bill. This feature is clearly the most
unpopular one in the entire measure,
so far as members of the senate and
house were concerned. Many of the
members argued to the president that
the tax M provided for was unconsti-
tutional. Resolutions will be intro-
duced in the various state legislatures
condemning the act and recommend-
ing Its repeal, according to statements
made bv various congressmen in
Washington.

The corporation tax of 1 per cent en
the entire net income over and above
$5,000 received by corporations from

all sources, exclusive of certain items
must oe paid Oil of Lefore June 30 eact
year. Persons authorized to make re
turns or statements to the goverr.
inent and who make returns of staic
ments of a fraudulent nature are sub
ject to a fine of $1,000 and imprison
ment for one year.

During the closing days of the tarif
controversy, before the bill was votec
on for final passage, over forty Repub
licans who had grievances of one sort
or another against certain of the pro
visions of the bill stated that thej
would vote against it. They had it ir
their power to defeat the measure anc
force the president to call anothei
special session in September or Oc
tober. They had the party leaders
plainly worried for a time, but the ablf
peacemakers at the capital, including
President Taft himself, succeeded IE
calming the ruffled waters.

ADMINISTRATIVE FEATURES,
The bill marks a distinct departure

In that it provides for a corporatior
tax and a court of customs. The cor
poration tax, while yielding a large
amount of revenue, is primarily de
signed for the purpose of government
tal regulation of corporations, and i'
will have this effect.

The fact that the amount of the taj
to be assessed was lowered from 2 pei
cent to 1 per cent is considered by the
members of congress to evidence clear
ly that the bill has regulation for its
object and not merely revenue.

The customs court of appeals wll!
further centralize the national govern
ment, and it will place the intricate
and technical cases as to the construe
tion of the law and the facts respect
ing classification of merchandise and
rate of duty under the jurisdiction o!
men who are specialists in this line
There is no appeal from this court
which will sit !n Washington, and th«
members of which will be appointed
by the president.

Continues Policy of Protection.
While many items in the bill show

revision downward, it will as a whol«
provide for an Increased revenue, con-
t inuing in general effect the Repub-
lican policy of piotection.

Governmental measures of retalla
tion against countries which do nol
make tariff concessions to the United
States are amply provided for. Max!
mum and minimum previsions enable
a higher rate of tax to be Imposed on
the products of tbeae countries than
would ordinarily have been the case.

The creation of a commission to look
Into the question of the tariff from a
nonpartisan viewpoint Is an Innova-
tion that has been suggested for man;
years. It Is generally looked on as a
move toward "taking the tariff out ol
politics."

A policy long ago established by tar-
iff makers in this country is retained
in the new measure. It Is the impos-
ing of particularly heavy duties on
luxuries.

Drawback Provisions Explained.
The "drawback" provisions are In

dicative of a more kind hearted gov
ernmental attitude than had been con
sidered probable. In brief, a drawback
Is a refund of duty moneys paid on
material imported into this country
which Is used In the manufacture of
articles which are themselves export-
ed from this country.

The guiding spirit in the formula-
tion of the provisions of the new meas
ure has been one to fix duties that do
not necessarily encourage foreign Im-
portation, but that render it impossible
for a combination of capital In any
given line to raise prices above those
that now exist and to prevent them la
general from being further raised.
President Taft has taken particular
pains to point out this circumstance.
Competition that existed when the
Dingley bill was enacted has been
wiped out by the consolidation of com-
panies and the combination of Inter-
ests. President Taft renders the opin-
ion that the Payne tariff bill will In
large measure restore, the oo&aUttlUy

of successful competition In'the buii
nees fields so affected

HISTORY OF THE BILL
The new tariff law is on the statute

books. Officially it will be known in
history as the Payne bill, taking its
name from the chairman of the house
committee of ways and means, the
Hon. Sereno E. Payne of New York,
who also had a part in framing the
McKinley and Dingley acts. Actually
It should perhaps be called the Payne-
Aldrich bill, as the chairman of the
senate finance committee baa had quite
as much to do with dictating its final
provisions as Mr. Payne. On this line
of reasoning, however, there are those
who insist that it should be called the
Taft bill, as the hand of the president
has been seen in all the moves that
have shaped it from the days of the
Republican national convention that
nominated him and adopted a plank
for tariff revision up until the hour of
the final fight in conference committee,
when the big man in the White House
made his historic fight for free raw
materials and for carrying out the
premises of the party.

! It is the first time there has been a
change of the tariff laws in twelve
years the Dingley act having gone
Im<» effect in 1897. The inception of
that law was strikingly lUe that of
the present In each case it was «a»
acted by an extra session of congress,
called as the first act of an Incomln?
administration. More noteworthy still
each of these extra sessions was called
to meet on March 15, the first one

LITHOGRAPHIC STONE
PROF. KAY'S VALUABLE FIXD

Business Men of Mclntyre Urged to
Get Busy and Develop Prodncts

Mclntyre, la., Aug. 2.—The result
of,the findings of Prof. Geo. F. Kay
of the Iowa geological survey and
professor of geology in the Iowa
state university, has aroused this
place to a point where its business
men are dreaming of a manufactur-
ing city, and to make their dream
good have organized a commercial
club to push the development of a
certain clay and rock deposits found
here by the professor.

There is no better brick and tile
clay in Iowa, stated Professor Kay to
the assembled business men, and the
lithographic stone found underlying
a vast area here is pronounced by Mr.
Kay to have no equal in the United
States. The water power furnished
jby the Cedar river is considered ex-
cellent.

The commercial club organized is
officered by W. F. Brown, president,
Joseph Hallack, vice president; D. H.
Murphy, secretary, and R. D. Wil-
liams, treasurer. P. W. McCloud and
Bert Johnson were named to act with
the officers as an executive committee
to take up certain plans at once.

One of the most peculiar, and at
the same time fortunately but slight-
ly disastrous accidents due to the hot
weather of last Saturday, happened
in the bacteriological laboratory m
the university medical building, it
consisted in the explosion, through
an emergency safety valve, of a long
tubular tank containing liquid car-
bon gas used in the laboratory in
freezing tissues and other work in
the department. Rows of bottles con-
taining various specimens standing
on a shelf close to the tank were
hurled against the opposite side cf
the room and shattered to pieces.
Fortunately for Jos. Anderson, the
laboratory assistant, he had < just
stepepd out of the room or some of
the flying glass might have struck
him with disastrous results. In fact
liis desk is only a few feet from the
tank and the bottles were blown
against it and against the chair in
which he is accustomed to sit.

The gas is a powerful force when
contained and the tanks are there-
fore provided with a small valve
near their top for just such emerg-
encies as this. As Mr. Anderson hast-
ened to the room to see what was the
matter that could occasion such a
noise, he was struck in the face by
the spurting ice which was formed
immediately by the gas when it
btruck the open atmosphere and ac-
cordingly he accepted the invitation
to remain out of the room until the
generator had its say.

Aside from the broken specimen
bottles not much damage was done
as the specimens themselves were
all restored to new receptacles.

Xorthwestern Iowa Newspaper Re-
ports Damage by Rains

Manson Democrat: There is no use
denying the fact that this section of
Iowa is the victim of too much rain
this season. The acreage of corn
has been cut down at least twenty-
five per cent by the excess of moist-
ure and the oats acreage will sufffer
in about the same proportion. And
the yield of oats wi l l not be heavy
nor of any too good quality. This
is true of this section of' Iowa to
quite an extent, but there are "patch-
es" where the crops were never bet-
ter. Then, too, in other sections of
the state less rain has fallen and the
crops are excellent. While nearly
all of Iowa has had more rain than
necessary Wisconsin has been suffer-
ing for rain all season, four weeke
having now elapsed there wiihoat a
drop of rain. New Jersey and Penn-
sylvania will have practically no
crops on account of drouth. The
present indications are that grain
prices will be likely to remain pretty
stiff until this time next year and
even longer if a good crop does not
come with the next season.

COSILY EIRE ON f ARM
JOHN MEADE HOME VISITED Bit

CONFLAGRATION.

IOSS OF $8,000.00 1$ INCUttft

Spontaneous Combustion Doubtl
Cause of the fire—Made ;

Ckwa Sweep.

Few more costly conflagrations
have visited a country home in John-
son county than that sustained this
morning at 4:30 at the John Meade
place two and a half mites west of
Iowa City. The fire, which was doubt-
less due to spontaneous combustion,
swept away all of the outbuildings,
which were exceptionally fine, to-
gether with their contents. A list of
the larger items lost is as follows:

Big stock and hay barn 120x80
feet.

Storage barn 40x30 feet.
Hog house and double corn crib.
Two granaries.
Two horses, one a stallion worth

$1000.
100 tons of hay.
Seven sets of harness.
A lot of farm machinery and bug-

gies and wagons.
The insurance fortunately is heavy

probably amounting to (10,000 on all
the property.

Alarm from Neighbors.
The first knowledge which the fam-

ily had of the fire was when they
were called by Walter McGinnis, their
neighbor living to the east of them.
When seen the flames were seemingly
throughout the great barn and it
was impossible to rescue anything
from it. The horses which were lost
were in this barn and were all the
stock which it contained fortunately.

Arrangement of Buildings.
The buildings were arranged in a

row north from the house and but
for the assitance of the neighbors and
the favorable wind which carried the
sparks in the opposite direction the
house must have shared the fate of
the rest of the buildings. As it was
the entire row of structures was tak-
en and only ashes and charred rem-
nants of them now remain.

Grain was Taken.
. . The big barn had been filled with
this season's hay and while it had not
been observed that this was "heat-
ing" at all yet it must have been that
the past damp weather had the ef-
fect of causing an ignition. The loss
of the hay is a heavy one as much
stock is kept on the farm. Also about
500 bushels of corn in the barn and
in the cribs was burned which would
have filled a much needed want the
coming few weeks.

Even Buggies Gone.
The fire made an intense heat and

it was almost impossible to combat it.
Even the buggies with the exception
of a single buggy which stood in the
yard, were burned. Also two or three
wagons, while seven sets of harness,
practically all that were used, are
also gone. The windmill is practically
destroyed from the heat and the farm
scales also.

The sympathy of many friends is
extended to the Meade family as they
will have a tremendous amount of
work to do now before the winter
comes and then, at best, their loss
must amount to a large sum.

The adjustment of the loss is go-
ing on this afternoon and as there
are many items and several policies
the task is no small one.

I»oe*. Xot Care to Make a Statement
That He AVill Be Out of It

State Superintendent John F.
Riggs. of the department of publi>
instruction, paid a high compliment
to the work of the university summer
school while here for the midsummer
convocation, at which he was the
chief speaker last Friday. He indi-
cated that he considered the depart-
ment of education of the state uni-
versity a fine exponent of the broad
and progressive ideas in the educa-
tion of teachers

Mr. Riggs was approached by a
Citizen representative with reference
to his reported candidacy before the
next year's primaries for the fourth
term as state superintendent, but de-
clined to commit himself.

"I notice there are a number of
candidates mentioned, "said he, "and
doubtless there will be a good many
in the field next year. For myself i
have no statement to make. If I
were to decide the matter today F
should probably say I will not be a
candidate again, but I do not care to
foreclose the future, for we can never
tell what it may bring forth.''

There has been more or less pres-
sure brought upon Supt. Riggs to In-
duce him to ask for the office another
term.
